NEW BUSINESS
Resolution – An Amended Order Authorizing a Levy Under the Provisions of West Virginia Code chapter 11, Article 8, Section 16, to provide for the Continued Operation of the Mass Transportation (bus) System:  Mayor Nohe asked for a motion for approval of this resolution.  Motion was made by Council member Rogers.  Seconded by Council member Bibbee.  Council member Bibbee asked if the revenues for the parking garage came from Levy funds.  Joe Lockhart said  the garage is self sufficient.  Vote to approve:  Council member Bibbee, Marshall, Montgomery, Rogers, Smith, Recorder Rapp and Mayor Nohe.  Vote to approve:  Unanimous.
Resolution – West Virginia Development Office for 2007 Community Participation Grant Program:  This grant will be used as follows;  $3,000  for the purchase of a utility vehicle to be used for road patrol throughout Jackson Park and McDonough Wildlife Refuge; $4,500 for Grand Central Ave – placement of electronic sign on highly visible location near the mall with landscaping/beautification of the site.  Mayor Nohe asked for a motion for approval of this motion.  Motion was made by Council member Rogers.  Seconded by Recorder Rapp.  Vote to approve:  Council member Bibbee, Marshall, Montgomery, Rogers, Smith, Recorder Rapp and Mayor Nohe.  Vote to approve:  Unanimous.

Resolution – appointing City Prosecutor:  This resolution is to appoint Jason A. Warner as City Prosecutor effective January 15, 2008.  The salary will be $4,050.00 annually; this position will be classified as contract services without benefits.  Mayor Nohe asked for a motion to approve this motion.  Motion was made by Council member Marshall.  Seconded by Council member Smith.  Vote to approve:  Council member Bibbee, Marshall, Montgomery, Rogers, Smith, Recorder Rapp and Mayor Nohe.  Vote to approve:  Unanimous.

Resolution authorizing institution of annexation proceeding:  This resolution is to institute annexation proceedings pursuant to West Virginia Code 8-6-1, et seq., (by minor boundary adjustment) in connection with that certain property now owned by Joe Pope et al, known as part of 60th Street, situate in Williams District,  Wood County, West Virginia that was to have been annexed with that 1.89 acre tract located between 59th and 60th Streets.  Mayor Nohe asked for a motion to approve this resolution.  Motion was made by Council member Bibbee.  Seconded by Council member Rogers.  Vote to approve:  Council member Bibbee, Marshall, Montgomery, Rogers, Smith, Recorder Rapp and Mayor Nohe.  Vote to approve:  Unanimous.

Resolution – Canceling 2008 Primary Election:  This resolution is to abolish the primary scheduled for May 13, 2008.  This action is for the election year 2008 only.  Mayor Nohe asked for a motion to approve this resolution.  Motion was made by Council member Rogers.  Seconded by Council member Montgomery.  Vote to approve:  Council member Bibbee, Marshall, Montgomery, Rogers, Smith, Recorder Rapp and Mayor Nohe.  Vote to approve:  Unanimous.
