enforcement stops watching for drunk drivers!  Drinking and 

driving accounts for 1/3rd of vehicle-related fatalities in the USA.  
According to NHTSA, 37,461 people were killed in motor vehicle 
traffic crashes in 2016 and 28percent of those involved a driver 
having a blood alcohol concentration over the legal limit of .08.   
In every State, drunk driving is illegal, and the consequences can 

prove deadly to you and those around you.  If driving while 
impaired, you could be arrested or involved in a car crash, 

potentially inuring or killing you, your passenger,  
or another road user. 

The legal & financial costs of a DUI can be significant.  You could 
face jail time, lose your license, higher insurance rates, attorney 
fees, and more.  On average, a DUI can set you back $10,000.

The Director of Public Works monitors local and 
state wide  weather predictions.  When snowfall or 
below freezing temperatures are predicted, the 
street department personnel are placed on alert.  
Each of the four snow removal units (two -1 Ton 
four -wheel drive units and two -2 Ton two -wheel 
drive units) and their as signed operators double -
check the equipment and proceed to their assigned 
areas.  The snow removal units are kept loaded 
with a mixture of abrasives and salt at all times 
during the winter months.  
The City is geographically divided into areas 
assigned to e ach snow removal unit.  Each operator 
has a list of the priority streets in his area.  These 
streets are prioritized as follows:  

¶ 1st Priority - Streets adjacent to schools, 
police and fire stations, and hills 

¶ 2nd Priority - Main arteries 

¶ 3rd Priority - Collector streets (between 
main arteries) 

¶ 4th Priority - Side streets 
 

Note: Salt is costly.  The focus will be on hills and 
intersections.  Collector streets and side streets 
may not be treated.   With heavy snowfalls, the 
streets will be plowed. 
The crews will continue to treat and plow the 
streets in their assigned areas until the traffic is 
flowing safely.  If a storm continues in intensity, 
the operators remain in that same pattern until the 
storm abates.  Then the operators begin to widen 
out streets and intersections. 
Public Works crews work around the clock, as 
necessary, to keep city streets open and passable. 
Please avoid calling the street department except 
in the case of an emergency.  Street department 
personnel are extremely busy doing everything 
possible to cope with a heavy snow event.  Donôt 
be misled by trucks passing by with their plows up 
or not spreading abrasives.  They may be going in 
for fuel or repairs or to the stockyard to be 
reloaded. 
Be prepared.  Remember that the  snow plow 
operators donõt try to plow snow into your 
driveway.  Most of the time, it is unavoidable.  
Clearing an area to the right of your driveway as 
you face it from the street can help.  The plow will 
deposit snow into this area as it passes, alleviat ing 
some of the snow pack at the foot of your 
driveway.  
If a storm is anticipated, please remove vehicles 
from the street, if possible.  Do not shovel or plow 
snow from your driveway or parking area into the 
street.  Be sure your vehicle is properly equipp ed 
for winter driving.  Donõt drive unnecessarily in a 
storm .

A Few Safety Tips 
Along sidewalks, look for darkened or shiny patches and avoid them. 

These are ice patches and the most likely spot for walkers to slip. Try to 
stay on snow, where you can maintain easy traction. If you need to walk 
off sidewalks and pathways, along grass or even the fringe of a roadway 

to avoid icy patches, do so. Walk with short and relatively quick steps 
along thin, hard snow or ice. Slips happen when you firmly plant your 
foot on slippery surfaces. Shorter, quicker steps reduces the leverage 

that enables slips. Keep your weight leaning slightly forward: You would 
much rather fall forward than backward. Keep your arms out so that, in 

case you do fall, you can save you face and head from an unpleasant 
landing. Watch the ground and, akin to a chess player, try to think a few 
steps ahead. Look ahead for icy patches and try to plan your next steps 
so you avoid encountering them or minimize the steps you need to take
